VOTING ON AMENDMENTS TO THE MAIN MOTION

Chapter 6 Robert's Rules of Order Using Subsidiary motions and general experience
TO PUT THIS ALL INTO LAY TERMS OR TO

"KEEP IT SIMPLE"

1.  Any motion presented to the body is the main motion

a.  The motion maker must be a voting member of South Florida General Service Area 15 or District 6, Area 15. The motion maker must be present at the meeting, if not, than the motion is automatically WITHDRAWN

b.. The motion maker has the option to withdraw or modify (amend) the motion before it is presented to the body



c.  The motion must be read by the motion maker.

  
d.  The motion must be seconded by a voting member (and one who has motion making privileges), with position noted. (the body now owns the motion), and it is ready for discussion and vote

2/3rds MAJORITY OF VOTING MEMBERS PRESENT TO PASS

2.  Before voting on the main motion, (ANYone who has motion making privileges), may propose a change to the main motion, WHICH MUST BE PERTINENT TO THE MAIN MOTION and this is called an AMENDMENT

a. The proposed amendment must be written and read by the motion maker


b. The proposed amendment must be seconded by a voting member, (and one who has motion making privileges), then opened for brief discussion and vote on the amendment wording only.


c.  Must first vote by simple majority to accept the WORDING of the amendment
SIMPLE MAJORITY OF VOTING MEMBERS PRESENT TO PASS

d.  If the vote FAILS to accept the wording of the amendment as written, the original motion is back on the floor for discussion and vote unless there is another amendment

e.  If the vote PASSES to accept the wording of the amendment as written, then the amended motion becomes the new main motion and all previous amended motions and the first main motion are null and void 


e. The new motion is ready for discussion and vote


f.  The above can then be amended again and would follow the same process 

2/3rds MAJORITY OF VOTING MEMBERS PRESENT TO PASS

3.  Further discussion and vote on the original MAIN MOTION takes place only after proposed amendments are voted on and FAIL.

a. When the proposed amendment PASSES, discussion continues on the new main motion (amended motion) followed by discussion and vote.

2/3rds MAJORITY OF VOTING MEMBERS PRESENT TO PASS


b. If the new main motion FAILS or passes the floor is open for minority opinion from those who voted in the minority . A minority opinion is afforded and heard at the end of voting. After ALL minority opinions are heard a request is made from the chairperson to see if the minority opinion has changed anyone's decision. If only one person has changed their mind then a request from the chairperson is made to reconsider a vote OR VOTE TO RE-VOTE. 
A SIMPLE MAJORITY OF VOTING MEMBERS PRESENT TO PASS TO RECONSIDER A RE-VOTE.


c. If the new main motion PASSES, then, Before a re-vote, if the reconsideration vote passes, that actually re opens discussion before the re-vote

d. If minority opinion is complete without any motion for reconsideration, then the process is complete and the MAIN MOTION AS AMENDED PASSES

e. If the new main motion vote FAILS then before a re-vote, if the reconsideration vote FAILS, then the entire process is completed and the whole motion is dead

3 e. If the new main motion vote FAILS then before a re-vote, if the reconsideration vote FAILS, then the entire process is completed and the whole motion is dead
 IF THE NEW MAIN MOTION FAILS AFTER A RE VOTE THEN THE ENTIRE PROCESS IS COMPLETE AND THE WHOLE MOTION INCLUDING THE ORIGINAL MAIN MOTION IS DEAD.??
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
